• Feb 9-18 — Bolivia ESI meetings, ministry in ILC Church, Kep preaching 
at IBM church 

• Feb 19-27 — Brazil ESI Facilitator Training northeast region, followed by 
ESI leadership planning and evaluation meetings 

• March 1-15 — Mali (Africa) to train Streams Ministry church planters 

 

Pray for the church in many places in Latin America and Africa: we meet 
many pastors who have set aside God’s Word for human ideas, methods 
and techniques. This decision to abandon the Bible inevitably thwarts the 
church from fulfilling our mandate for unbelieving people to become Jesus’ 
faithful disciples and experience gospel transformation. Whenever people 
lose sight of Him, it is easy to start “devouring one another”. Pray that God 
will help His beloved Bride to be unified (John 17) in Christ and to treat one 
another with the same grace we received from Him. Pray for pastors and 
church leaders to study the Bible, to understand it and live it, to faithfully 
preach and teach it in our local churches. Pray for church leaders to stick to 
Jesus’ plan, so that… “What you have heard from me keep as the pattern of 
sound teaching, with faith and love in Christ Jesus. Guard the good deposit 
that was entrusted to you; guard it with the help of the Holy Spirit who lives 
in us.” 2 Timothy 1:13-14
